SUBJECT OF CONTRACT
Član 1

The subject of contract is to REGULATE RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS BETWEEN The Faculty and The Student. 

Contracting parties agree that THE STUDENT is enrolled in the first year of udergraduate  studies in the school year 2007/2008. 
RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE FACULTY
Article 2

The Faculty shall provide The Student with all conditions for teaching, practical training and counseling according to The syllabus. The Faculty shall enable The Student to take examinations in regular examination terms, award diploma of the first university degree- Bachelor, and give The Student all rights in accordance with the law, Statute and other general acts of The Faculty ( Rules of studying for undergraduate studies, Rules of conditions, criteria and enrolment procedure...).
 
The Faculty is entitled to charge the tuition fee defined by this Contract to The Student and  has all other rights granted by the law, Statute and all other general acts of the University. 
RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE STUDENT
Article 3

The Student has a right to :

· attend lectures, seminars and all other forms of instruction organized in accordance with the  status of The Student; 
· use library, computer room and other services the Faculty provides to students;
· elect for and be elected in the management bodies of the Faculty;

· exercise rights within the domain of student standard; 

· express opinion on the quality of instruction and the work of academic staff;

· ask to protect their rights before appropriate authorities;

· be involved in the organization of the student’s life; 

-     exercise other legal and statutory rights.
Article 4

The Student is obliged to:

· devote themselves to studying and participate in academic activities;

· respect the rules of The Faculty;

· pay regularly the tuition fee;

· respect the rights of other students and the staff of The Faculty;

· behave in a way which shall not bring discredit on The Faculty;

· fulfill other obligations in accordance with the law, Statute and other acts of The Faculty.
TUITION FEE AND METHOD OF PAYMENT 
Article 5

The Student is obliged to pay the tuition fee to the amount of 2.500,00€ regardless of the circumstances for the school year 2007/2008 and the tuition fees for the following school years which are determined by the appropriate authorities of the University. The Annex regulates the changes in the amount of the tuition fee for the following years. 
Article 6

20% of the tuition fee determined by the Article 5 of this Contract is payable on enrolment, at the giro account of the University. 80 % of the tuition fee is payable in 10 equal instalments from September to June in the current school year. The Student can pay total amount of annual tuition fee on enrolment and thus enjoy special privileges in accordance with the decision made by appropriate authorities. 
Article 7

The Student shall pay monthly instalment from 01. to 05. day in a month for the current month. The Student can not take preliminary exams or exams in any subject during the term in case they do not pay instalments for the previous and current month. The Student can not register for the next term in case they do not pay the arrears in instalments. 

The Student can not repeat a school year or register for the next school year unless they fulfill their obligations listed in the previous paragraph. 

   BREACH OF CONTRACT
Article 8

In case The Student is more than 3 months in arrears with installments, the Faculty sends The Student a reminder that installments are due. If, after receiving the reminder, The Student still does not pay the instalments, the Faculty can unilaterally break the contract.

In case this Contract, regardless of the circumstances, is breached, the Faculty reserves the right to keep the amount of money paid to the date of the breach.
The Student shall meet the cost of withdrawing from the Faculty to the amount of 15€.
   SUSPENSION OF STUDENTS’ RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS
Article 9

The Student’s rights and obligations can be suspended at their own request:
 -if, due to an illness, they could not study one term or more;

-if they enroll the overseas university with the same study programme, using standard procedure defined by ECTS rules for enrolling other university; 

-during the pregnancy of The Student and up to the first year of the child and
-for special personal reasons about which opinion has to be formed in every single case.
                                     REGULATION OF STUDENTS’ MOBILITY
                                                              Article 10

In case The Student during studies attends classes (one term or a school year) at other foreign institutions at the university level in accordance with international programmes for students exchange or bilateral agreements, their rights and obligations are regulated with a special contract The Student concludes with the Faculty. 
In case The Student comes by means of exchange, the documents stipulated in ECTS rules shall be constituent parts of the Study Contract. 
If The Student changes the faculty, the certificate on the recognition of exams, made in accordance with the rules on studying, shall be the constituent part of the Study Contract. 
 OTHER PROVISIONS
Article 11

In case The Student’s progress is not in accordance with the rules on studying, the Student shall share the costs of continuation of studies (repeating a year) with The Faculty, in accordance with the decisions made by appropriate authorities of the Faculty.     

Student shall accept amendments in study programme, study system and subject (course) system made in accordance with the law, Statute and other general acts of the University.
                                                      TERMINATION OF CONTRACT
                                                                        Article  12

The contract shall be terminated after the termination of student’s status, in accordance with the law, Statute of the University and special rules, and in case The Student does not accept amendments in Study programme subject to Article 11 paragraph 2 of this Contract.  
          JURISDICTION IN CASE OF DISPUTE
         Article 13

In the event of a dispute, Contractual parties shall settle it amicably. In case an amicable settlement cannot be reached, first instance jurisdiction shall be agreed.
     COMING INTO FORCE
       Article 14

The Contract shall come into foce and shall be concluded after it is signed by contractual parties.
         Article 15

In case of the amendments to the Contract, special annex shall be concluded.
